• Pray that the Rohingya believers and churches increasingly reflect the likeness of Jesus as they behold Him. 

• Pray that the Rohingya in seemingly unseen places, such as Saudi Arabia, Pakistan, & China, hear the gospel of 
the Kingdom and see it demonstrated (Luke 10:9).

As we reflect on the history and lives of the Rohingya people, we see stories marked by displacement, loss, and 
struggle. They are one of the most persecuted groups in the world, often overlooked, unseen and unheard. Even 
when the world overlooks, God never does.

7:9. As we look forward to that day, let us partner with His heart by praying for the Rohingya to know the God who 
sees them.

You truly see them and love them 
better than anyone else can. Amen.
